This should be a text of literary merit that you have read outside of class.  Identify the title and author of the piece and then explain in detail why it was so meaningful for you.  Approaches you might take include analyzing your personal connection to the piece, exploring important issues raised by the text, or examining how the text either challenged or reaffirmed your view(s) of life.  Be sure to use supporting evidence from your personal experience and the text in your response. (500-800 words) 
 
3. A Self-Addressed, Stamped Envelope:  Letters of acceptance and rejection for the Honors English 9 class will be mailed directly to students via the U.S. Post Office.


Completed applications are due to your TOLT English teacher by 2:30 on Friday March 9, 2018.
